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June The 20th Anniversary of Heart-Heart Foundation

Celebrating the 20th anniversary of working for social welfare service since its establishment in 1988, we
proclaimed a new Cl, organized an anniversary concert and published the 20th anniversary report.
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September Heart-Heart Wind Orchestra performing in USA

Heart-Heart Wind Orchestra, the Korea's first wind instrument band composed of youth with
developmental disabilities, had concerts seven times in Chicago and Los Angeles. The concerts were
made at the invitation of Ray Graham Association, the largest organization for the people with
developmental disabilities in USA. Heart-Heart Wind orchestra was introduced as a successful model for
empowering them through music.

To support children and families in financial needs with medical care and living expenses, we made an
agreement with Maeil Business Network for the program, (Precious Sharing, Infinite Happiness).

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Aid for Low Income Families

We supported Children and families suffering from poverty, disease and disability through online support and
programs such as [ Precious Sharing, Infinite Happiness ] with mbn and [Sharing Love, Sharing Happiness-
love Cable ] with C&M. We also supported them by covering expenses for surgery and speech therapy as a
part of Cochlear Implant Project since 2004. We especially supported children with various eye diseases, in
cooperation with Seoul National University hospital in Bun-dang, for surgical / therapeutic sight treatment and
restoration. The total of 335 million Korean Won annual financial support had benefited 340 children.
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Aid for the Disabled _Talent Development Program

We initiated in providing opportunities to children and youths to develop talents and to promote social
rehabilitation for who could not receive proper education due to developmental disabilities and financial
problems. The scholarship support has increased and expanded due to assistance from Cheil Industries Inc.
and Hana Bank. We also offered music education and after-school programs provided by the Ministry of
Health, welfare and Family Affaires” support to children and youths. Through this program, we provided music
education program scholarship to 9,930 children with developmental disabilities with a support of 180 million
Korean Won annually.
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Aid for the Disabled _Heart-Heart Chamber Orchestra

The Heart-Heart Orchestras has contributed in changing the stereotype view of visually impaired and
spreading positive understanding of its disability through the making of albums and holding over 20 domestic
and international concerts. Their talent was especially recognized at a performance in Japan sponsored by
POSCO-Nippon Steel Corporation, and they won a Grand Prix Award at “Fringe Festival”/Global Music
Festival in Ton Young sorely on musical talent overcoming disability. Furthermore, through their selling of
Gospel albums, and their performances at 3™ Annual concert and invitational concerts, 8,100 audiences were
impressed and impacted by a positive understanding of visually impaired.
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Heart-Heart Wind Orchestra

Heart-Heart Orchestra, formed with children with developmental disability, was invited by Ray Graham, the
largest organization for the developmental disabled in Chicago, and performed seven concerts in Chicago and
Los Angeles, which set a new rehabilitation model for the children with developmental disabilities both in
Korea and America. Also, by winning A&B award of Mesena and by performing in 30 different concerts
including the Happy concert with Samlip Food Inc. and invitational concert in Korea Special Olympics, they
presented touching melody to 9,000 audiences, which helped the spread of positive perception on the
developmental disabled.
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Aid around the World _Health and medical treatment program

We started various health and medical treatment programs for children and families in undeveloped
countries. Through the partnership with KOICA, we provided medical treatments for economically challenged
children of Cambodia; and, we provided medical aids and supplies to “sight recovery” program in
Bangladesh, Mongolia and Yemen in accordance with a need of each country. We helped to strengthen
competence of native doctors and nurses by educating up-to-date medical skills to them. We supported 161
million Korean Won annually to 4,500 local people of its country through this program.
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Aid around World _Child development program

For the children in underdeveloped countries to recover their rights and dignity and develop their potential
capability, we started a various and unified child development program. We supported Myanmar elementary
students in Me Sot, Thailand with educational tuitions and environmental improvement. We also provided
nutrition meal service, winter clothes and other requisites for poor children in Mongolia to survive. We
supported 32 million Korean Won to 710 people.
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Heart-Heart Nursery
LS (Hanmaeum Child Care Center) that provided a safe nurturing environment for the last 16 years was
recertified in September as (Heart-Heart Nursery) by the Ministry of Health, Welfare and Family Affairs.
(Heart-Heart Nursery) redesigned the 1st floor for more pleasant environment and provided ‘ecological
education” for children to experience emotional stability. We also offered specialized classes such as English,
S Chinese and physical education to provide well-structured education tailored to meet children’s specific age

and developmental stages.
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Fund Raising

Our foundation invited many people through campaigns with affiliation from various portal websites
and fund raising activities to participate in sharing programs. Especially, foundation’s public
ambassadors Choi, Sujong and Ha, Heera participated in domestic and overseas medical care
programs, and more than 30 organizations and companies joined in diffusing sharing culture by
helping the neighbors in poverty, disability and diseases.
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Advocacy

Our foundation made an effort of sharing the difficulties of and of enhancing the rights of neglected
neighbors. We could diffuse positive perception on the disabled through 50 performances annually by
the orchestra formed with the disabled. Also, we presented stories about neglected neighbors on the

public media including newspapers to encourage more people to participate in our programs with
enhanced concern about them.
