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Summer Camps for underprivileged children in Jeollabuk—do
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Family Welfare

Heart to Heart Foundation has worked to provide
homemade, nutritious meals to 720 children who have
to skip their supper because of poverty and family
dissolution. We provide them healthy meals for
supper five times a week through 47 community child
centers in Seoul, Gangwondo, Jeollabuk-do and

Jeollanam-do.

Along with this food program, we have supported the
community child centers to begin choir classes where
children can learn from a professional teacher how to
sing. As children regularly practice singing and have
fun with friends, we hope to improve their social skills.
Also, we held free summer camps for about 600
children from poor families during their summer
vacation. We developed the "Dream and Hope
program", which was designed to provide children
with chances to think about what they would like to be
in the future. We invited special guest speakers for

them, who had also gone through tough times and

These programs
could help the children build their self-esteem and

develop positive self-image.

We have designed a network to help the children grow
up to be healthy and as well as to spread a 'sharing’
atmosphere in cooperation with local governments,
mass media, private enterprises, organizations, and
individuals. We have made an effort to explore
enterprises or organizations which were willing to
support the need for food supplies, clothes, school
supplies, etc. and have connected them to the

community children centers.

Our foundation has developed an effort to help the
blind and low vision children overcome their
obstacles for improving their quality of life.

We provided help for eye surgery expenses to low
income patients under who were identified and
diagnosed at ophthalmology hospitals. Twenty three
patients had their sight restored through corneal
transplants and were rehabilitated personally as well
as socially. We have supported the entire expense of
corneal transplants, including the purchase of
imported corneas. Students with extremely low
vision have difficulty in their studying because they
can only read a letter within a 10cm distance from
them without a special magnifier. Loss of sight could
occur over time without using some visual aid
support. We supported visual aid devices such as the
electronic hand or desk-top magnifiers for 150
students under the age of 18, encouraging
continuous learning and rehabilitation of children
from low income families. In addition, we have
particularly supported a research group, consisting
of eye specialists who explore the causes of
congenital glaucoma and study methods of

prevention.

Heart to Heart Foundation has helped children who
live in financially and environmentally difficult
conditions, so that they may receive proper care,
treatment, and education. We built up partnerships
with enterprises and local governments, and have
raise funds for implementing this service through

such groups, organizations and individuals.

We gave financial support to children who needed
emergency operations or special treatment because
of serious burns, heart disease or premature birth.
We supported children and families who lack food,
clothing or shelter. They have received housing
expenses, living expenses, heating bills, clothing
allowances and other services to make their lives
safer and healthier. Also, we granted scholarships to
North Korean defectors in universities, whose
financial difficulties hinder the continuation of

their studies.
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Cultural Welfare

| Heart to Heart Orchestra (30 times / 184,000,000KRW)

Heart to Heart Foundation organized and has been
supporting the Heart to Heart Orchestra consisting
of youths with developmental disabilities since 2006.
We encourage them to enjoy playing music and to
develop their social skills through regular practice
and performance. As a result, they move more easily

into society with greater confidence.

In 2010 Heart to Heart Orchestra gave 30 performances
before at least 39,285 people, moreover, they
expanded their vision as strings were also included
in the orchestra. These concerts greatly influenced
our society not only by suggesting new possibilities
for the youths with development disabilities but also
by spreading positive social awareness of their needs
and capabilities. We believe that the performances
might change public perception of the disabled and

transfer a message of hope to others.

1 The annual concert

Heart to Heart Orchestra successfully held their 5th
annual concert with great attention and encouragement
at Chang-chun Arts Hall. The symphony orchestra,
composed of winds, strings and percussions, made its
debut by playing the first movement of Beethoven's

Symphony No.5.

1 Overseas concert tour

Heart to Heart Orchestra had a three-city(Beijing,
Shanghai and Qingdao) concert tour by invitation from
the Council of Chinese Charity in China and presented
impressive concerts to Chinese and to Korean
immigrants. It was a great opportunity to introduce to
China a successful rehabilitation model for the disabled.
It was also a special experience for all the members to

perform on an international stage.
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Music Education
(9,592 people / 168,000,000KRW)

We have provided ensemble classes three times a week for the orchestra
members to learn musical skills from professional musicians. Through their
classes they have honed their own musical skills, and have learned how to
concentrate on their work, to endure, to cooperate with, and to care for
other members through group practice. Consequently, the interaction and
teamwork have given them opportunity to improve their confidence in

social skills.

Individual music lessons were also provided, which allowed orchestra
members to progress quickly, as bad habits are quickly corrected and good

habits are regularly enforced.

Famous musicians were invited for master classes to improve not only each

orchestra member’ s musical ability but also their confidence in music.

We provided scholarships for orchestra members from low-income
families so that they could continue to have dreams and hopes for their
future. Eighty one students with developmental disability were granted

scholarships.

| Eye Care Service (8,368 people / 376,000,000KRW)

Heart to Heart Foundation, as a regular member of
the International Agency for the Prevention of
Blindness(IAPB), has implemented a program for
patients suffering from eye diseases in developing
countries. Its purpose is to eradicate preventable
blindness until 2020 according to VISION 2020
strategy. One of our particular projects is the
Trachoma Elimination Project in Tanzania. It will
have been in progress for 3 years from 2010 to 2012
and is supported by an antipoverty fund from Korea

International Cooperation Agency(KOICA).

In depth, we has provided Eye Care Service in two
countries. Firstly, we supplied operations to 3,775
people in Gazipur region, Bangladesh, who suffered
from cataract and other eye diseases. Especially, a
training center for Mid Level Ophthalmic Personnal

(MLOP) was built to enhance skills and knowledge of

local medical workers in the community. Secondly, as
itis mentioned above, we offered operations and

examinations to 1,000 local residents in Lindi and
Mtwara region Tanzania to help control trachoma.
Two hundred twenty eight teachers were trained in
teaching trachoma control and public health, such as
face-washing and other preventive habits, reaching
numerous school children. Working in partnership
with a local hospital, CCBRT, we provided cataract
operation to 100 local children in Dar-es-salaam, so

children could have their sight restored.

In cooperation with Inha University Hospital and
Kim's Eye Hospital, we offered two or three month
training sessions on ophthalmology to ophthalmologists
from Bangladesh and Mongolia. We provided flight

fees, living costs, and accommodations.

We supported the establishment of schools, school
management, basic education, and school supplies
for the children who laked educational opportunity
because of poverty, labor, or various forms of
discrimination. Therefor we guaranteed the
participation in social activities and their rights to
education so that they ultimately overcome poverty

and develop into healthy members of society.

In Thailand, our contributions have focused on
supporting primary subject classes as well as Thai
language programs for 151,748 Miyanmain
immigrant students at Bwe K'lar School in Mae Sot.
We have provided aid for holding art and social
education programs to support the emotional
development of children suffering from the
disadvantage of refugee life. School supplies such as
school uniforms and textbooks were provided as
well. Besides, we supported the construction of a
primary school in Karanga, Tanzania. We also
provided school supplies, including desks and chairs,

for children.

We developed emergency aid projects for the
purpose of protecting residents and preserving their
right to live from the danger of natural disasters such
as typhoons, earthquakes, floods, and droughts. In
Haiti, we provided emergency relief materials in
partnership with the Korea Red Cross. Since the first
intervention, in cooperation with a local NGO, we
provided daily meal service in St. Marg, a city located
100km away from Port-au-Prince, where over sixty

thousand earthquake refugees live.

In addition to Haiti aids, we supported daily
necessities to the local residents who lost their
livelihoods because of an earthquake and facilitated
the reconstruction work by supporting the local NGO
when the destructive earthquake hit Qinghai,
