"The Study on the Social Impact of the Orchestra with People with
Developmental Disabilities |

Heart to Heart Foundation conducted a research on the effect of the orchestra program with a team of
researchers led by Professor Dr. Mi Ok Kim of School of Social Work at the ChonBok National University.
The study was aimed to examine Heart to Heart Orchestra and to find out how the long term participation
of young people with developmental disabilities in the group music activity has changed their lives. The
study found out that the orchestra had a profound influence on the lives of the individuals with
developmental disabilities and their families and also on the community.

Long term participation in the systemic orchestra activities not only increased sociality and empowerment of youth with developmental
disabilities but also affected positively on their family members. The orchestra activities had positive effect on the individual with
disabilities, family members, and local community through increasing confidence, sociality, strengthening family bond and reforming
social perception.

Health Care

As a member of the International Agency for the Prevention of Blindness(IAPB) and the International
Coalition for Trachoma Control(ICTC), Heart to Heart Foundation aims to establish comprehensive and
sustainable eye health system which provides quality ophthalmic services enhanced by infrastructure
improvement, empowerment of eye care professionals, prevention education, and advocacy campaigns
in the developing countries. In 2015, while closely working in cooperation with the governments, corporate
partners, academic institutes, international and local NGOs in six developing countries, the foundation
invested USD 1.6 million of annual budget to contribute towards VISION 2020 and GET 2020 strategy of WHO.

Bangladesh

Heart to Heart Foundation has continuously provided high-quality eye clinic service to the local
communities at the eye clinic established in Gazipur in 2009 and has contributed to eye health
promotion in the region. Empowering local eye care professionals and healthcare workers continued
to reinforce the insufficient amount of eye care professionals in the field. In 2015, 21 Mid-level
Ophthalmic Personnel(MLOP)swere educated a governmental basic health personnel (CHCP, HA)
and elementary school teachers for eye health to improve eye health capacity.

The foundation launched a new eye care project in Savar in 2015. Centered around the new eye clinic
at the Korea-Bangladesh Friendship Hospital, new program aims to provide high-quality eye health
service in the Savar region.

“The meal of the day”

Simon(7) is the youngest of six brothers, and a second grader at Tangos 1 Elementary School in the
Philippines. For his parents whose daily income is approximately $8, educational expense of six
children is a huge burden. As most of their income is spent on educational expenses, they can
barely afford to feed themselves. A barber and father of the six children, Edgardo(44) says that
he was especially concerned of his youngest son’s health. Simon has been weak since birth, and
because his family could not provide him with nutritious food, he missed school very often. Fortu-
nately, the concern was lessened as he was selected to be sponsored with meal service. After
the support, simon’s health improved to be able to attend school regularly, and his school per-
formance also improved. Wishing his children would receive formal education even though he is
very poor, Mr. Edgardo thanked the donors again and again for giving Simon a gift of education.

Interview with Dr. Paul Courtright

“Korea as a Donor Country for International Development”

Dr. Paul Courtright, founder and co-director of the Kilimanjaro Centre for Community
Ophthalmology (KCCO), has been an adviser to Heart to Heart Foundation for the foundation’s
diverse eye care programs in Africa. In 1989, after studying public health in Johns Hopkins
University and University of California, Berkeley, he left for Africa for medical services. In Moshi,
Tanzania, Dr. Paul Courtright established and has served as the co-director of the Kilimanjaro
Centre for Community Ophthalmology (KCCO) of Tumaini University and actively engaged in
, implementing and researching eye care programs throughout Africa. He has taught, conducted
_ !J research and directed programs throughout eastern Africa for KCCO and works as a consultant
h \ k to the World Health Organization (WHO).
AN Dr. Courtright said “Trachoma, which is a kind of conjunctivitis, is particularly a problem in Africa.”
Trachoma, although fully eradicated in Korea since 1970s, is a common blinding eye disease in many countries Africa. An
estimated 325 million people live in at-risk areas worldwide. Trachoma blinds one person every 15 minutes. He mentioned ‘we
spirit' as a secret to national growth in Korea. He believes that community spirit unique to Korean culture might be the driving
force behind the rapid development and national growth of Korea.

Heart to Heart Foundation, a member of International Agency for the
Prevention of Blindness (IAPB), launched the international ‘World
Sight Day' campaign. Heart to Heart Foundation has concentrated
on building sustainable eye health system in the developing coun-
tries. It opened an eye clinic in Gazipur, the northwest part of Dacca,
Bangladesh in 2009 and along with a training center for mid-level
eye care professionals for local capacity building. The foundation
later expanded their operations to Cambodia, Tanzania, the Philip-
pines, and to Malawi last year.

Their achievements are remarkable. There are over 3,500 local eye
specialists and medical personnel who were empowered through
the program and over 120,000 local residents received eye clinic
service in developing countries by August 2015.

A chief of international cooperation program, Moon, Hujeong, said,
“Eye health is a very isolated issue in the international development
field” and “From our field experiences, recommendations for neces-
sary measures and policies on eye health issues are being dis-
cussed to develop sustainable eye health care system.”
