According to the World Health Organization (WHO), every 5 seconds, 1 person becomes blind.
About 90% of the world’s visually impaired live in developing countries. Heart to Heart joined the
VISION 2020 Campaign which works for eliminating avoidable blindness by the year 2020.

Trachoma" is chronic and infectious keratoconjunctivitis caused by Chlamydia trachomatis that leads to severe optical impairment and blindness. It prevails in poor hygiene conditions in
tropical regions, but it is mostly preventable by improving environment and taking antibiotics.

@ Asia’s Story

Asia, a seven year-old girl living in Mtwara in Tanzania had congenital cataract and trachoma. She was
gradually losing her sight and couldn’t go to school. Even worse, her entire family was suffering from
trachoma, an infectious disease. Especially her father was almost blind by trachoma and cataract and
couldn’t do anything for living. Although cataract can be removed by a 15-minute operation, the family
couldn't afford the expenses for the surgery.

On May 31st 2011, Asia was invited to a surgery camp of Heart to Heart Foundation and received cataract
surgery. Also, Asia’s father benefited from the camp by receiving the cataract and trachoma surgeries.
Now, Asia can see things clearly even 5 meters away. What she was given by the surgery were not only
brighter eyes, but also a brighter future and dream.

Solar Lamp Project

One out of every four people does not have access to electricity
worldwide. Due to lack of electricity, they are exposed to safety
hazard and illness in everyday life. Moreover, they are deprived of
proper amount of time for living or study.

In order to improve the living environment and increase educational
opportunities, Heart to Heart distributes solar lamps to communities
with no electricity in developing countries. Solar lamps utilize natural
energy to charge during daytime can be used semi-permanently by
just replacing batteries. Thus they are efficient and eco-friendly
solutions for those communities.

Lights make radical change in beneficiaries’ lives. First and foremost,
increased hours of activities for living and studying yield hope for
better future. In addition, decreased usage of fossil fuel can alleviate
risk of respiratory diseases and fire outbreaks. It ultimately
contributes to poverty reduction, one of the UN Millennium
Development Goals (MDGs).

When Dongkyun was little, he was diagnosed with a
developmental disability. He wouldn’t make eye contact with
anyone and wasn'’t interested in anything other than himself.
However, he had dramatically changed since he started learning
the flute and becoming a member of the Heart to Heart Orchestra.

In October 2011, Dongkyun’s life changed tremendously once
again. He was accepted into the Korea National University of Arts,
one of the most prestigious music schools at the Seoul Arts
Center. Dongkyun’s mom, Eunhee, said that “About a year after
Dongkyun started to play the flute, we walked past the Seoul Arts
Center. At that moment, Dongkyun said ‘Mom, I’'m going to
practice the flute really hard and go to the Korea National
University of Arts.” You wouldn't believe how surprised | was that
his dream actually came true. I've never imagined that this could
happen.”

Low Vision Program

Low vision population’s the biggest obstacles are reading and
learning. This is because even those who do not have problems
with daily activities find reading to be a significant burden.
Particularly, low vision children who do not receive proper
education end up choosing their profession within a limited range,
such as a masseuse or an acupuncturist, despite their residual
vision.

Sunghee Park was born prematurely with retinopathy, but she
always loved to read and write. She would have to bump into
people before she could see them but she used binoculars to see
the whiteboard and magnifiers to read books. Sunghee did not give
up on her education, and she was accepted into Ewha Woman’s
University and major in Special Education in 2011. Sunghee is
taking one step at a time to fulfill her dream to become a special
education teacher for the blind. Sunghee said the reading
magnifier support of Heart to Heart Foundation played a big role in
her studies.

Blindness Prevention Program

In Bangladesh, there are only 700 ophthalmologists
for 150 million populations even though 150,000
people go blind every year. The government of
Bangladesh joined VISION 2020 Campaign, which co-
hosted by WHO and International Agency for the
Prevention of Blindness (IAPB) to lower blindness
rate.

Mid-Level Ophthalmic Personnel (MLOP) is health
worker who can operate simple ophthalmic
treatment and medicine prescription. They can play a
significant role in developing countries that lack
professional ophthalmologists.

Heart to Heart Foundation established a MLOP
training center in Gazipur region to build sustainable
infrastructure for preventing blindness and
empowering local personnel in Bangladesh.
