The students said that the performance of the art instructor, who has
developmental disability, have a great influence on the change of the per-
ception on the developmental disabled. The result suggests that the di-
rect participation of the developmental disabled with their talent gives
people very positive changes for their perception on disability.

Children in dark get their hope back

“Children were losing sights when all they needed was only a simple medical treatment. All we could do was to tell them to go

to Rwanda for surgery. However, none of them could afford to go to other countries and get medical treatment,” says director

Emmanuel Ndayipfukamiye. Working at Communaute de Eglises Emmanuel du Burundi in Burundi, Africa, for treatment and

rehabilitation of the deaf-blind, he said, “I felt helpless for not being able to help those children with my own hands.”

Burundi lights up with public-private partnership

To tackle this issue, Heart to Heart Foundation and Korea In-
ternational Cooperation Agency are establishing ‘Burundi Na-
tional Pediatric Eye Health System’ in Bujumbura, Burundi,
one of the world’s poorest countries, starting January 2014.
With a goal of establishing pediatric eye health system covering
prevention-treatment-surgery stages, this project will contin-
ued until year 2016. ...

The first outcome of this public-private partnership was the
Pediatric Eye Health Care Center in the National Hospital at
Kamenge University, located in Bujumbura, which completed
its construction on the 29th of last month. Itis the firstand only
medical institution in Burundi for pediatric eye surgeries and
treatments. For this, doctor’s offices and wards have gone

through remodeling since beginning of this year, and manda-
tory equipment and medical consumables were purchased. A
team of pediatric eye health care was organized, provided with
necessary training. Eye specialist Levi Kandeke said, “This
center will be a trigger for development in eye health care in
Burundi. Now, | can say with confidence that children with eye
problems should come here.” Hu-jeong Moon, International
Development Cooperation Program Manager at Heart to Heart
Foundation, explained, “Together with the Eye Health Center,
we go out once @ month to personally identify pediatric patients.
If there is one mistake in stages of identification-diagnosis-
treatment-follow up, a sustainable pediatric eye health care
system can not be established.” Director Hyeong-rae Jo said,
“Through this project, we expected to provide hope and oppor-
tunities to about ten thousand children.”
