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Disabled musicians wow audience

In addition to their sonic beauty, orchestras have a mesmerizing visual appeal by which their instrumental
ensembles are played with all the synchronized elegance of a corps de ballet, but watching 14 people with
developmental disorders perform this feat elevates the experience to something altogether breathtaking.

The Joint World Conference on Social Work, Education and Social Development 2016 was held from
Monday to Thursday in COEX, southern Seoul. On the first day of the conference, 14 musicians dressed in
black and white formal attire were busily handling their instruments inside the waiting room of the COEX
Auditorium.

“Tune your instruments,” said instructor Kim Nam-young as he walked through the group.

The musicians, together with their instructor, are part of a chamber orchestra organized by the Heart to
Heart Foundation, a Christian charity organization. All 14 members have developmental disabilities.

“Ladies and gentlemen,” announced the host of the conference’s opening ceremony, “we’ve prepared
quite a special performance for you this evening.”

The orchestra members approached the stage and seated themselves before an audience of about 1,000
people.

As soon as the conductor lifted his baton, the orchestra snapped into place and the audience became still.
Then as the music began, a wave of wonder and awe swept over the crowd.

For some 20 minutes, the orchestra played the first movement of Mozart’s Symphony No. 25, Haydn’s
Trumpet Concerto and Brahms’ Hungarian Dances.

As soon as they finished the last note of the final piece, the audience nearly jumped from their seats to
deliver a standing ovation that lasted minutes.

“I've never seen people with disabilities playing instruments in an orchestra,” said a 37-year-old Indian
woman. “It was surprising and perfect.”

The audience would perhaps have been even more amazed had they known what went into making the
performance possible.

“This is the result of our members practicing each piece about 1,000 times,” said Han Seung-yeop, who
directs the orchestra team.

Kim Geun-do, the conductor of the orchestra, has been with the members through all their ups and downs
over the last three years.

“At first, | didn’t know what to do with the students,” he said. “Some were incapable of controlling their
emotions. They screamed in the middle of practices. They went out to find their mothers.”

But the skills of the members had gradually escalated over time.

“They made remarkable improvements,” he said. ‘I felt proud watching them put so much effort into
practicing. | treat them like any other people and have very high expectations for them.”

The members of the orchestra all aspire to become professional musicians. One of the trumpet players, Lee
Han-kyeol, 21, has a grade-three developmental disorder. He studies at the Korea National University of
Arts.

Lee has been playing the trumpet since 2007. In a recent contest held in Busan, he breezed through the
preliminary round, which is known to be difficult for even seasoned musicians.

Kim Dong-gyun, 23, who plays the flute in the orchestra, has grade-two autism and dreams of becoming
the next James Galway or Emmanuel Pahud, two world-class flautists.

Kim graduated from the Korea National University of Arts this year and is now enrolled in graduate school.

“Ever since he started playing the flute, his condition has improved,” his mother, Sung Eun-hee, said. “'m
so happy for him.”

As a member of the International Agency for Prevention of Blindness (IAPB) and International Coalition for
Trachoma Control (ICTC), Heart to Heart Foundation has been determined to progress eye health and prevent
avoidable blindness and vision loss. Under the VISION 2020 and GET 2020 strategy of WHO, the foundation
have been establishing a comprehensive and sustainable eye health system with a provision of quality
ophthalmic service, infrastructure improvement, empowerment of eye care professionals, prevention educa-
tion, and advocacy campaigns in the developing countries. While closely cooperating with governments,
corporate partners, academic institutes, and international and local NGOs, the foundation invested $1.2
million annually in six developing countries.

Bangladesh Based on MLOP training centre established in Gazipur in 2009, Heart to Heart Foundation
Bangladesh have contributed to community based eye health promotion and eye health
human resources empowerment. In 2016, the foundation provided quality eye care
services to around 3,800 patients via 35 times of Eye Camp activities, trained the Mid-
Level Ophthalmic Personnel (MLOP), and provided basic eye health education to govern-
mental health workers in order to reinforce lack of eye care professionals. In addition, we
have enhanced the partnership with local government and eye health related INGOs to
strengthen eye health system in Bangladesh, with developing standard curriculum of
MLOP.

Granny Ssoenma is always waiting for son who went to Thailand to
make money in a makeshift dark wooden house in the rural area, Siem
Reap with her four grandsons. Granny starts working as early as 2am to
make rice cakes for her living and she lives under KRW 2,000 a day by
selling food at market. For their granny who works hard, the only thing
grandsons can do is to make rice cakes with their small hands. "One day,
granny said her vision is blurry. At hospital, they said her both eyes got
cataract, but she cannot afford surgery cost due to our school fee".

Heart to Heart Foundation provided the cataract surgery and living cost for granny and grandsons with the valuable
supports from our donors. Although she worried about the cataract surgery on her first visit to hospital, she had the
second surgery on left eye without worry due to a satisfactory result from the right side. She said "I'm grateful that | can see
my grandsons and the world again.”

Navotas in the brink of losing light,
restoring hope.

Heart to Heart Foundation Philippines implemented ophthalmic screening for local
residents and children aged at 4 to 6 to enhance eye health in Navotas city, one of
the most constrained regions in metro Manila. In last September, kindergarten
teachers, health and medical personnel who were trained from the foundation
carried out eye sight examinations for children and local residents. The patients

discovered were sent to either health centres in the area or Navotas Municipal
Hospital in order to get proper treatment and surgery.

While conducting 30 times of outreach activities during two months, 1,710 children and
1,060 residents were screened, and 103 children and 663 local residents with eye diseases
were found at an early stage and could be prevented from blindness. Heart to Heart
Foundation Philippines make every endeavour to provide eye health services for all includ-
ing children and elderly via eye health promotion project in Navotas region.

Transfer of Child Eye Health System Establishment Project
in Burundi

On July 25 in 2016, Heart to Heart Foundation held the handover ceremony of ‘Child
Eye Health System Project, Burundi’ in Moshi, Tanzania. It was an opportunity to
transfer project and ensure sustainability amongst all stakeholders such as Heart to
Heart Foundation which is the only specialist in children ophthalmology in Burundi, the
director of the University Hospital of Kamenge (CHUK), the head of KCCO who identified
and advised on the project and the head of CEEM (local NGO in Burundi).

The transfer was discussed among the foundations, KOICA and local stakeholders from May to July due to the prolonged
unstability of Burundi continued from 2015.

The project was officially suspended on 30 April 2016. The tertiary eye health centre for children, medical consumables,
and business vehicles necessary for outreach and transportation were transferred to CHUK. Also the outreach equip-
ment was given to CEEM, which is a local NGO, to assist continuous social-based outreach services and identification of

child patients.

We would like to ask your constant attention and support to stabilise Burundi and to secure the national eye health cares
for children that Heart to Heart Foundation had worked for the last three years.

Heart to Heart Foundation makes effort to decrease infectious diseases mainly caused by contaminated water
or poor level of hygiene, while supporting improvement of global health especially for children. Following the
WHO's SAFE strategy, the foundation concentrated on providing surgery, establishing prevention system and
improving the environment in order to eliminate Trachoma, which is one of the Neglected Tropical Diseases.
As a participant in the GET 2020 initiative to eliminate trachoma by year 2020, the foundation cooperates with
the ICTC (International Coalition for Trachoma Control), governments of partner countries, and also Korean
government.

Malawi Heart to Heart Foundation Malawi established a surgical infrastructure and provided surgery
service in Machinga in 2016. The foundation also supported provision of antibiotics in
Kasungu to prevent and cure the disease. Additionally, it developed textbooks for trachoma
prevention and made it integrated into official curriculum of primary school in cooperation
with central government and INGOs. The foundation aims to build clean environment for
students and improve the quality of life by renovating waterworks and bathrooms based on
primary schools.
