"An angel came to us as a gift of God through in vitro procedures”

Was it wrong for us to pray for her to come to us sooner? In October last year, Yeongi was born premature
(nickname) at 1.43kg. She had to receive intensive care for premature babies right after birth. Yeongi
underwent many critical conditions because of breathing difficulty. But she endured all the painful
treatments in the incubator.

“Mom and dad felt sorry for their baby crying"

The parents thought hardship was over. But Yeongi suffered from paralysis of the upper limbs and periven-
tricular leukomalacia, which is a type of damage to the white matter in the brain, slowing down neural trans-
mission and ultimately failing functions of the entire brain. Yeongi kept crying during rehabilitation
treatments to ease paralysis, and the parents felt sorry for her pain. "My baby cannot look at us yet. | feel
sorry badly, so keep crying everyday" Nobody knows how long and painful her rehabilitation procedures will
be.

“We can smile together now"

Continuing rehabilitation procedures and treatments costs huge money for the family, so her mom and dad
couldn't sleep well worrying about medical expenses. Donations from the supporters helped Yeongi receive
treatment. As much as 4.82 million won was granted, of which 4 million won was used for rehabilitation, and
820 thousand won for examination. Now Yeonji is going under rehabilitation procedures to prevent paralysis
in the upper limbs, regaining her health gradually.

As a member of the International Agency for the Prevention of Blindness (IAPB), Heart to Heart Interna-
tional is committed to preventing avoidable blindness around the globe. In line with the global initia-
tive of VISION 2020 launched by the World Health Organization (WHO) and IAPB, we have implemented
projects aiming at infrastructure improvement, human resource development, eye care service, eye
health promotion, and eye health policy advocacy in collaboration with local partners in developing
countries such as Bangladesh, Tanzania, and etc. in an effort to establish comprehensive and sustain-
able eye health system.

Bangladesh Heart to Heart International Bangladesh has continued to promote community based eye health and
train eye care professionals based on the Mid-level Ophthalmic Personnel (MLOP) Training Center in
Gazipur. In 2017, we provided high-quality eye care service to over 6,700 patients referred through 60
eye screening camps and contributed to increasing the number of eye care providers in Bangladesh by
providing MLOP training and primary eye care training for public health workers. In order to develop
the standard MLOP curriculum and strengthen the national eye health system, we closely worked
together with the Bangladesh government and International NGOs in the eye health.

Free Eye Camp for International Day for Older Persons

“I can see the world clearly now!”

In commemoration of the 2017 International Day for Older Persons, the
Tanzania office of the foundation ran a complimentary eye check-up
camp for old people and residents in the community for two days from
October 1. Despite opening an eye clinic equipped with hi-tech facilities
at the Mtwara Regional Hospital in 2015, we have continued to provide
free eye check-ups for rural villages as they still need easy access to
hospital because of low income and absence of transportation.

For the two days, over 70 older people and residents visited for eye
check-up and treatment. One of the participants in the eye camp,
Upendo (assumed name, 65 of age/ Tanzania) had suffered from poor
eye sight since 3 years agon, but she couldn't buy glasses because of
poverty, so she thought she would have to live with poor vision for the
rest of her life. She smiles happily, saying she can see things well now
with the glasses. Continue to support our effort to help prevent
avoidable visual impairments and blindness in Mtwara!

Communicable Diseases Prevention
& Control

Heart to Heart International makes effort to decrease communicable diseases mainly caused by
contaminated water or poor hygiene, while supporting improvement of global health especially for
children. Following the WHO’s SAFE strategy, we concentrated on providing surgery, establishing
prevention system and improving the environment in order to eliminate Trachoma, which is one of the
neglected tropical diseases. As an actor of the GET 2020 initiative to eliminate trachoma by year 2020,
the we cooperate with the ICTC(International Coalition for Trachoma Contral), the NNN(Neglected
Tropical Diseases NGO Network), governments of partner countries, and also Korean government.

* What is trachoma?

The blinding trachomaisan
infectious disease caused by the
bacterium Chlamydia
trachomatis. The infection
causes a painful roughening of
theinner surface of the eyelids
and breakdown of the outer
surface or cornea of the eyes,
and if untreated, a permanent
blindness. Environmental risk
factors of the disease include
dusty dimate, poor hygiene,
poor living condition, and
malnutrition, and even though
trachoma is the 2nd biggest
cause for blindness in the world,
it can be prevented by sanitary
environment improvement and
antibiotics.

Heart to Heart International Malawi established TT(trachomatous trichiasis) surgery service delivery
system and provided surgery service for TT patients in Machinga in 2015. To make sustainable
trachoma prevention possible, we have developed textbooks and integrated them into the regular
curriculum for primary school and created a clean sanitary environment for the school students and
raised their quality of lives by renovating latrines and water supply facilities at the schools.

Make Vision Count

The 2nd Thursday of October in every year is the World Sight Day designated by WHO and IAPB to raise aware-
ness about visual impairments and blindness. In 2017, the two organizations selected “Make Vision Count" as
the slogan for the event.

In this year, Heart to Heart International joined in the World Sight Day campaign along with local governments and stake-
holders in many countries to promote eye health awareness.

To raise eye health awareness, the Bangladesh office hosted a walkathon, conference in collaboration with the DGHS,
National Eye Care of Bangladesh, and eye health INGOs, and carried out eye camp distributing vitamin A, taking pictures,
providing basic eye check-ups and more.

In Malawi, we invited villagers in Machinga, primary school students, and officials from the and the government to a
commemorative event. During the event held at Mchema primary school, beneficiary of trachoma surgery talked about their
new life, a first grader from Chiyemebekezo primary School delivered speeches, and the chief from Mlomba TA staged a
cheerful folk dance.

Our Tanzania office provided eye check-up for over 170 villagers during a free eye screening camp at Ligula Eye Clinic. It
seemed like a meaningful gift for the patients because they are so poor to see a doctor even if simple surgery can cure the
iliness.

At Tangos High School in the Philippines, the NCD (Non-Communicable Disease) coordinators, who are responsible for eye
health promotion, health workers, and teachers joined together to provide eye check-up and eye health education for over
400 students.

In Cambodia, Vision Center nurses provided eye health awareness education and free eye check-up for primary school
students. We supported so that children with eye diseases could be treated at the Angkor Hospital for Children.
